I.  Approve June meeting minutes
Bruce motions to approve.  Mary Beth seconds.  No discussion.  Motion passes.
II. Treasurer’s report
Robin:  $12,438.66 balance in the checking account, and $15,022.45 in the CD.  Discussion about whether we want to put it somewhere else that will make more than 55 cents a month.  We’re getting less than 1% interest now.  We’re not losing money, just not making much.  ACHA regulations don’t limit us to where we can put it.  Maybe we could put $5,000 into money market.  Robin will look into other options for other investments and will send it out to the board.  ACHA recommends that each affiliate has an investment policy statement and other affiliates have templates.  We only had one mini-grant this year.  Wonder if it’s the timing of the year why we haven’t had much interest?  The reason we’re making money is to support people for professional development.

III. Future RMCHA meetings
 	 Anschutz Medical Center –they have committed to hosting the next RMCHA meeting.  Stephanie wonders about holding the meeting every other year instead of annually.  That would mean the next meeting would be Fall 2013.  Rationale: she has asked every campus to host and nobody has agreed.  If we alternated years, people could attend another regional meeting on the off year.  It would probably be easy to find someone to host in 2015. 74 people registered this year, including presenters.  Southwest lost money on their conference last year because not enough attendees.  Maybe we could alternate with Southwest’s conference.  Bill is not aware of this conversation happening among other affiliates.  From a budget standpoint, it may be easier to do it every other year so that people can budget for attendance. SWCHA will hold one next year.  Stephanie will talk to Laverne about moving it to 2013.  Stephanie moves to go to every other year, with the next meeting being in 2013.  Bruce seconds.  Discussion: explore some partnerships with other organizations including Rocking Mountain Athletic Training, NASPA.  Motion passes.
 	
IV. Open Board positions
Upcoming vacancies are: president elect, two member at large positions, and program chair elect.  Laverne will be program chair.  If we go to having the conference every two years, we may not need to have the program chair elect position.  Program chair elect is for two years and program chair is two years.  We pay for the program chair to go to ACHA, but should we instead pay for the President-elect to go?
Does anyone want to be president?  Darla and Stephanie agreed to stay in their positions for another year.  Robin said she will stay on as treasurer and Lena said she will stay on as secretary another year.  Bruce will finish out his last year as member-at-large.  Next year we will have a lot of vacancies to fill.  Criteria to be involved are to be an individual member of ACHA.  We changed our bylaws so that there are three members at large so one person from each state.  So far, nobody from Wyoming has expressed interest to be member at large, but we do have representatives from each state on the board.  Dr. Schober would like to be president elect. Carlotta would like to be member at large.  Stephanie moves to move them into these positions.  Motion seconded.  Motion passed.

V. ACHA Awards, Fellows, and Affiliate Awards
Nominations should go to President.  President sends on to national board.  So start thinking about who to nominate.  Award nomination should go to an “ACHA member who has provided service to the field of college health.”  Criteria for other awards are on the ACHA website.

VI. Regional Representative update
Bill reported: continuing education opportunities through ACHA are available to download.  $24.95 fee to download one time.  Contact Cynthia Perez for more info.  The national board is looking at info from affiliates regarding the geographic redistribution of regions, so stay tuned.  No timeline on the process.  A lot of affiliates are having difficulties with membership.  2012 annual meeting in Chicago: May 28.  Will be at the Sheraton.  Leadership day will be on Monday, conference starts on Tuesday.  Let him know if anyone is retiring or has passed away to get recognition.  If there is anything we want him to take back to the executive board, let him know.

VII. Institutional update Darla: I really had a hard time hearing people during this part, so think I missed a lot here.
UCCS: Campus cares: students can pay for a certain amount of visits, considering faculty/staff for acute care too. Counseling Center changed hours and is hiring a new psychologist
Carolotta: CSU-Pueblo, finally got a full time RN.  Part time RN is going to retire this summer.  Doing lots of outreach.  Working on a sexual assault protocol.  Working with athletes.  Health fair in October.  Got a huge grant from the Office on Violence against women—3years.  New director of Counseling Center.
Colorado College: Bruce……???
Boulder:  Got a new Vice Chancellor.  Doing a lot more with alcohol and diversion classes on campus.  New director of communications.
Conversation about conflict of interest and consultants.  Bill will talk more to the national board about it.
