Three (3) grants of $1,000 each

GRANT APPLICATION PROCESS

Rocky Mountain College Health Association will award up to three grants of $1000 each to students or staff of ACHA Member Student Health Services in our region.  The RMCHA Board of Directors will be the grant committee to review requests which are due by March 23, 2012.  The awarding of these grants will be made by April 3, 2012 and awardees will be expected to confirm their ability to use the grants by April 17, 2012.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

The applicant or their institution must be a RMCHA member in good standing, with current ACHA membership dues paid in full.  The individual or institution must maintain membership in ACHA and RMCHA for at least the year following the grant. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A written request must be submitted to the RMCHA president by March 23, 2012.  The President will then circulate the proposals to other members of the Board.  It is the discretion of the Board to consider the application and grant the awards based on the merits and benefits of the proposal.

The grants are contingent upon the ability of the individual or individual’s institution to cover the remaining expenses of the trip.  Payment from RMCHA will be made directly to the individual’s institution and is intended to cover registration and travel fees.  

PROJECT/PROGRAM APPLICATION PROCESS

The application process for this grant is as follows:

A brief statement of benefit to the individual and the individual’s institution shall be submitted by the deadline (no more than one page).  This statement should contain the years in college health, the number of ACHA annual meeting(s) attended in the past, and benefits expected to be gained by ACHA annual meeting attendance. The statement should also indicate that the remaining costs for the ACHA annual meeting will be covered either by the individual or the individual’s institution.  Finally, individual or institutional goals, objectives, expected outcomes should be addressed.  Letters of support are encouraged but not required.
