II. Approve October meeting minutes
Bruce motions to approve, LaVerne seconds, no discussion, motion carries

III. Treasurer’s Report
Robin: $19,397.70 income, $11,645.22 expenses.  Money in credit union account, with low interest.  Approx $20,000 in account.

IV. Board liability insurance
Due in 2/2012, approx $775-800 for one year coverage.  Bruce feels important to have for liability coverage.  Robin discusses continuing liability.  

Stephanie motions to continue liability policy, Bruce seconds, all in favor, motion carries.

V. Financial Policy
a. Policy to formerly document procedures.  
Long term funds held in CD, CD was closed	
Suggested putting $10,000 in 1-year CD to be used for next year’s expenses, leaving $10,000 in savings for expenses.
Annual $8000 annual spending + $1500 dues, $3000 travel grants.  $800 insurance policy due soon.

Stephanie moves for $10,000 to be placed in 1-year CD, Bruce second.  Motion carries, all In favor.

b. Revision of financial policy as below:
“long term funds” held in CD maintained by treasurer at direction of executive committee.  Limit long-term funds to CDs only.

Change to “executive board will approve of dollar amount placed in each of accounts”

Revised financial policy Bruce moves, Vicki seconds, all in favor, motion carries

VI. Revise By-laws
a. Change bylaws for Reimbursement of ACHA annual meeting.  
Discussion: Splitting reimbursement between program chair/president-elect versus changing student travel reimbursement to one student.

Will pay for both president and program chair-elect once in a 2-year period 
Change transportation reimbursement to air OR ground transportation.
Change reimbursement of student travel to ACHA meeting to ONE student.  

Bruce motions, Laverne seconds, motion carries.

b. Guidelines for Support
Take out “ACHA covers Board travel to…” 2nd paragraph for Region II Rep
Change coverage to include maximum dollar amount of coverage: “RMCHA covers expenses for lodging, meals, and transportation up to $500, and waive registration fee to attend RMCHA biennial conference.” 

If requested by Representative, we will pay for travel to affiliate meetings 

$500 for both Region II Rep and ACHA Rep for RMCHA support to biennial conference.

Bruce moves, Stephanie seconds, motion carries.
