1. Approve meetings minutes.
Stephanie moves to approve. Bruce seconds.  Minutes approved

2. Treasurer’s Report.  
Robin provided handout.  Summary for 2010.  She sent it in to ACHA.  Total income $8828.05.  Expenditures $9558.92.  Total remaining at end of year $20,268.73.  Still needs to send out some scholarship money.   Regarding providing funds for Ruth to attend ACHA,  Ruth doesn’t feel comfortable accepting funds from RMCHA because she hasn’t received support from the other regions she represents.  Historically, what we have covered is variable based on the year, but we have always contributed something.  Darla will talk with the other two affiliates but feels like we should contribute something.  We will wait until after Darla talks to them to decide what/how much we will cover.  

3. Bylaws vote
We have had over thirty days to review so now we are eligible to vote. Stephanie reported that changes included how to discipline members and the membership standing of board members.  Robin moves to approve.  Bruce seconds.  Motion passes.

4. ACHA Campaign 2011
Stephanie moves to donate $500 to Foundation.  Bruce seconds.  Motion passes.

5. RMCHA Annual Meeting update.  
Tour of AFA is set up and a nice dinner.  Has a full day planned for the meeting even though they don’t have the RFPs back.  There will be 3 sets of times with four sessions each for several tracks (clinical, administrative, sports medicine, etc.).  Colorado College will still host even though they have outsourced their Health Services.   Registration form will be on the website.  Hopefully by end of June everything will be pulled together.  AFA has been attending planning meetings as well.  They’ve been trying to offer CMEs but they will not happen because it’s been too complicated. Only CEUs will be for Sports Medicine will be available.  CC will pay for a guest speaker.  Stephanie and Mary Beth will be sampling the food in June.  September 30 is pre-conference events and Saturday October 1 is the conference.  Shuttle service available from hotel to locations.  1 ½ hour drive from DIA to Colorado Springs.  Registration will cost $95.  Next year it will be at Anshutz Medical Center and they have been attending planning meetings.  Considering alternating every other year for future conferences.  Perhaps alternate with SWCHA.

6. Regional representative update
Bill Smith will be our new Region 2 rep starting Saturday.  Ruth passed around a list of retirees from our region and asked us to add to it if we know of anyone.  Next year’s national ACHA meeting will be in Chicago.  It will start on Monday, Memorial Day.  May 28-June 1.  Cost of hotel will be $199.  It will be at the Sheraton.  ACHA is looking into how they can help affiliates with technology.  “Like” ACHA on Facebook.  ACHA is considering purchasing “GoToMeeting”  and “GoToWebinar” for affiliates to use.  Health Promotion section will do some piloting of this.  The plan is for ACHA to purchase the programs so that if we wanted to use it, we could.  We have used it twice and liked it a lot.  Bill will let ACHA know that we liked it.  Look at ACHA website for updates on healthcare reform information.  They have hired a consultant to help advocate for college health and insurance: Randy Knuckles.  Awards: please encourage people to nominate.  Re-districting is a topic that is coming up for conversation at the national level.  

Our individual membership has basically stayed the same.

There will be some changes in the ACHA bylaws, but they shouldn’t be significant changes and shouldn’t really affect ours.

Conflict of Interest and speakers.  There are conversations happening regarding this with regards to CEUs.

SWCHA is putting information on their website regarding what they are doing in their region.  That is ok as long as it is just information, but not advocacy.

Collaboration with sister orgs i.e. NASPA.  It’s ok to do this as part of planning.

Bruce: NCAA won’t be reaching out to ACHA, but Athletic Training is interested in being affiliated with ACHA.  Requested that we reach out to CUATA because it seems like ACHA should include sports medicine and athletic training.

Bill is past chair of coalition for addressing the needs of student veterans.  People can get involved if you have interest.  Email Bill about this if you’re interested.  Brad from Columbia University will be the new chair.  Bill has been working with VA and NSF and Student Veterans of America.

Stephanie FYI…in October we will need new members.  We will need president-elect and several other positions so now is the time to start recruiting.  We want to make sure people on the board will be present and committed.

Bruce: Take caution when considering a consultant for anything.

Darla: at Leadership Day, ACHA recommended that each affiliate have an investment policy statement if we are going to make financial investments.  Darla and Robin will help create this.

7. Institutional update

MSU-Billings: belongs to the Montana State Insurance Consortium.  Decided to have the option to self-fund insurance.  Darla is interim director and will be bringing in a consultant.  They are looking at doing a veteran’s conference 2.0.  Hope to bring in Charles Hogue, the author of “Once a Warrior, Always a Warrior.”  

Colorado College: no report

UW: hiring for a new sexual assault prevention coordinator position.

UCCS: new position of director of Counseling and Health Services.  Stephanie will be in that position.  Counseling, Disability, and Health Services.  She’s on a student insurance task force and looking at self-funding.

Chris at DU: adding a full-time counselor for AOD.  Taking an administrative position out and created a behavioral health consultant to do a screening of PHQ-9 with all student intakes.

Robin at CU: Health Promotion is doing fine.  Medical Clinic is stable.  Psychological department is hiring people and making money.
