I. Approve January minutes

Stephanie motions to approve.  Robin seconds.  Motion passes.

II. Treasurer’s report

Robin shared the treasurer’s report.  Doing fine.   3-month CD rolled over and is another 3-month CD.  Travel grants: we have enough to pay registration fees upfront, but the rest of the travel may need to be reimbursed afterward in May because of the access to the CD.  She is working on the annual report that goes to ACHA and will give us a copy.

III. Bylaws update

Stephanie: Chad Henderson, former ACHA President, looked over the bylaws.  We need to clarify in our bylaws that individuals with Emeritus status cannot hold a Board position.  We couldn’t discipline anyone from our affiliate.  We would need to run it through the national.  We need to vote on these changes at the national meeting because we don’t have 30 days right now to review.  All members of the affiliation should be able to vote on incoming RMCHA board members at the affiliate’s annual meeting, not just the board members.

IV. Liability insurance update

We did purchase insurance and it went into effect January 31, 2011.  Provides financial protection to board members if we are sued in connection to the work we do related to our board membership.

V. ACHA Meeting

	a.  Travel grant applications
Darla hasn’t heard from a couple people on their votes so she will email them to get their votes and will then announce who is awarded.  Do we want to award the student ½ reimbursement as stated in our by-laws, and then also provide 3 travel grants?  Robin says we should have enough in the budget to award three travel grants and ½ the student travel.  If this changes how board members have voted, please send Darla your vote changes so she can let the winners know.  She will also let the non-winners know.
	b.  Mini grant applications
We didn’t receive any applications.

	c.  Support for music and wellness activities
AHCA is asking affiliates to sponsor music during the annual meeting and also donate toward the wellness classes.  Cost for all music and classes is $3,000 and they hope to cover this with combined donations.  Last year we donated $500 and have done it in the past so we should probably do it again.  Robin moves to donate $500 to the music and wellness activities.  Lena seconds.  Motion passes.

	d.  Meetings at ACHA
 		i.  Board Meeting Wednesday June 1 6:45-7:45 PM
Need a quorum (at least 5 members) in order to do official business.  Stephanie, Lena, Robin, Marybeth, Darla, Ruth (not part of quorum) plan on attending.  Do we pay for Ruth to attend ACHA?  By-laws say we have the option to reimburse.  Zack (Regional Rep) was reimbursed in 2009 for our regional meeting.  We have not paid for the national meeting in at least the past two years.  We paid Zack’s hotel in 2009 for ACHA.  In 2008 we gave $935 to Zack to attend ACHA, but that was because he was from our affiliate as well.  Robin moves to pay $500 to Ruth.  Stephanie seconded.  Motion approved. Robin would like to have a discussion with whole region.

VI. ACHA Campaign 2011—tabled from last meeting

150 years since ACHA is founded.  Goal to reach $1.5 million by annual meeting.   Individual and group donations are being matched by Etna.  North Central is planning on putting some money forward but we don’t know about any other affiliates.  Darla can look into what other affiliates are doing.    We are going to table this discussion until the national meeting.

VII. RMCHA Annual Meeting update
[bookmark: _GoBack]Marybeth and Laverne reported: food is figured out, CEUs will be about $350 and is being covered by Colorado Nurses Association, CMEs are free.  Call for proposals is getting ready to go out, waiting for final approval.  Once those go out, they will send them out and also sponsorship requests.  Wording is almost identical to ACHA.  ACHA wanted over $1,200 to help with CEUs.  There will be a tour of the Air Force Academy.  Will have a clinical track and an administrators’ track.  We didn’t do CEUs and CMEs the last two years so we will want to advertise that especially.  Our registration fees ($95 early bird, $105 late) are generally lower than what other affiliates charge.  Other affiliates charge $230-$250 but they are two days.  We have the shortest conference.  We are good with what we are charging.  Still soliciting sponsors.

VIII. MMR and Colorado definition of non-traditional student
Stephanie: CU Board of Regents office is questioning the definition of a non-traditional student and others that could be included in this definition to exclude them from complying with the state mandated MMR requirements.  A non-traditional student is currently defined as a student that is non-degree seeking.  The question was asked if students in an executive master’s program should be exempt as well?  The institutional board can decide who to exempt.   Currently, students can sign an exemption on their own.   The board currently upholds the current written policy and recommends additional education.
IX. Website update

Thanks to Stephanie for updating our website.  If you have other ideas about what to include, let Darla or Stephanie know.  Can’t remove the newsletter mailing list so need to investigate a little more about how to get it down.  Maybe add “Hot Topics” link and include MMR information.

X. Regional Representative update
Ruth reported.  She is going to send Darla the links about ACHA.  There will be a task force to look at ACHA districting.  Region 2 representatives: Bill Smith is the only one on the slate right now and probably will be our new rep.  Hopefully he will be able to attend some of our meetings so we can meet him.  He will be a good addition. 
Look for updated resources on the ACHA website regarding: alcohol, hazards, 
Deadline for early bird registration is April 9.  Chicago 2012 meeting will not be in a Marriott because it’s not large enough.  Also looking at a different start-date for that meeting.  Look for the Healthy Campus 2020.  ACHA is working on improving technology…now on Facebook and Twitter.  Ideas for how to improve communication with ACHA would be appreciated.  Vote for ACHA leadership as the deadline is approaching.  Think about new awards and who to nominate.  Friday June 3 at 6:30 meeting for RMIs. 
Considering Denver as a future site for annual meeting.  
Darla thinks it’s a good idea that they are going to explore the option of re-districting.

XI. Institutional update
Stephanie: tomorrow will be hosting huge health fair for faculty, staff, students.  Hot topic is the MMR situation.
Robin at CU-Boulder: going through budgets.  Health Promotion received some cuts.  Gearing up for orientation.  New director has been here since July is doing well and incorporated alcohol and drugs into what they work on.  Has really increased Psych services, which is really important.  Doing work to address oxycotin withdrawls to help reduce cravings.  Other hot topic is prescription drug abuse.  
Lena at UW: held the fourth annual Wyoming Higher Education Mental Health and Substance Abuse summit last week.  About 50 people attended the two-day training from all colleges throughout Wyoming.  Clinicians’ training was a best practice called “Recognizing and Responding to Suicide Risk” and the non-clinicians’ training was on motivational interviewing.
MaryBeth: Colorado College.  Submitted proposal to outsource for Health Center RFP.  Decisions will be made on May 23.  Four proposals were submitted.
LaVerne: working on RFP.  There is a task force looking at this.
Darla at MSU Billings: huge increase in international students on campus.  Many come from ELS language program so they are not necessarily MSU students.  Impact on health services: increased screenings for TB, language /cultural barriers but has given opportunity to work with international studies department.  Still working on going tobacco-free.  Over spring break, students voted not to support, but they didn’t really understand what that meant, so they are doing more education.  Montana legislature is working on a bill to allow students to have a self-insurance option.  Needs to be signed by the governor.  Director retired in January and a search was conducted.  Darla has been serving as interim director and will be appointed as interim director for a year along with a consultant, which is something she is very excited about.

Darla talked to MSU Bozeman about possibly hosting RMCHA meeting but probably not in the near future.
